Some Electrical & Refrigerator 
Maintenance Tips  - John Irwin  
While returning home from Alumapalooza, I 

experienced a series of power problems such as 

flickering and non-working lights.  Ultimately, the 

circuit breaker for the air conditioner blew.  This led 

me to discover that the entire AC breaker box was 

very hot to the touch.  Upon opening the box, I 

discovered two intermittent ground wires.  I only 

discovered the bad connections because I saw 

sparks at the ground bus bar when I was carefully 

probing around in the box with an insulated 

screwdriver.  My trailer is six years old and 

apparently road vibration caused either the ground 

bus screws to work loose or the solid copper wires 

to deform enough to cause the loose connections.   

 

I suggest that all members periodically check all of 

the connections in the breaker box after insuring 

that the trailer is unplugged from external power.  It 

is now on my checklist and it may save problems 

out on the road. 

 

My refrigerator has never worked well on propane.  

After trying everything I could think of, I bought a 

manometer and checked the propane pressure at the 

test port on the refrigerator.  Instead of the specified 

11ò of water, my pressure was only 8 İ ñ of water.  

I adjusted the regulator to 11ò and I have great 

propane operation.  Too much pressure is hard on 

the boiler and not enough pressure results in poor 

cooling.   

 

The regulators can ñget tiredò as they get older and 

allow the pressure to change.  Typically, the 



pressure goes low over time as the springs.  I will 

have the manometer and Allen wrenches in my 

trailer at our fall rallies and will help any attendees 

that wish to check and adjust their regulators.
